Safe cattle ramp

Congratulations your cattle ramp looks like this. 
These safety features will make your

Bottom slide gate
Prevents cattle from 
crowding the ramp.

Catwalk and handrail
Separates cattle from people 
and allow for cattle handling 
outside of ramp.

Access point
Allows access to platform/rear of 
truck. This gate could also be another 
gate type, or a man gate.

Top slide gate
To protect the 
driver when they 
close the door of 
the truck.

Platform
Allows safe entry 
and exit from 
truck.
